Line spacing – 1.0 spacing, insert one blank line between each section of the abstract, two blank lines before the abstract body.  Do not allow complete abstract (title, authors, affiliations, body, and author e-mail) to exceed one page in length.  Abstract classification – fill out second page of this template and submit with abstract. Figures –The abstract may include figures. A caption should be attached to each figure (Times New Roman, size 11 point font). Equation numbers must be in parentheses and placed flush with right-hand margin. Color pictures are accepted for the electronic abstract collection. References – List and number all references at the end of the abstract. When referring to them in the text, type the corresponding reference number between brackets as shown at the end of this sentence [1].
